As a person 

encounters the 

truth, he has a 

choice to 

either accept 

or reject the 

truth.

(ii)

As soon as a 

person rejects the 

truth (or accepts 

only part of it), a 

wall of unbelief is 

built up.

(iii)

Further rejection or 

confession of 

unbelief will lead to 

the expansion or 

hardening of the 

walls of unbelief.

(iv)                                       

A person who 

has conquered 

the walls of 

unbelief will 

then be able to 

walk the true 

Christian life.

(v)                                        

A true Christian 

life is one that 

will result in 

victory, glory, 

power, joys and 

bearing of fruits.
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(vi)                                        

If a person continues in 

his unbelief, or choose 

to keep these walls of 

unbelief, he may walk 

into a pseudo (artificial) 

Christian life that Satan 

has prepared for them 

to walk in.
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DECEPTION ZONE

e.g. living a life of sin as a Christian is possible.               

Or being a Christian without going to church is 

possible. Or being a Christian without a life of 

prayer is possible.

(vii)

Difficult for him to admit his 

problem, because he often has the 

scripture verses to backup his 

position. E.g. ‘The reason why I 

have no victory is because God is 

testing me’, or ‘I have to suffer for 

God.’
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
